1. Creation: verses 4-8

3. Redemption: verses 12-18
4. Restoration: verses 19-23

Fall: Share an experience of brokenness or time of crisis: e.g. being a perfectionist, divorce, depression, anxiety, passivity, abuse, loneliness, manipulation, relationships with family or friends, different forms of addiction or idolatries you’ve turned to, moments of feeling low of yourself or high of yourself followed by despair. Your experience of shame, guilt, fear.
